ONLINE REGISTRATION

The School Membership Form, the NBIAA Activity Entry Form and the Team
Personnel Form must now be submitted online. Please note you can’t register online
after the due date for registration has passed.

School Principals have been given their User Name and Password.

Schools may also notify the NBIAA office of Withdraws from school activities.

NBIAA Fees Structure
2004-2005

1.School Membership Fee - $200 per school. Registration is confirmed upon re-
ceipt of payment. A late registration fee of $50 will be accessed if payment is
received after September 15", Members not in good standing will be ineligible
from all NBIAA activities after this date, until the fine is received at the NBIAA
office.

2.Team Registration Fee - $50 per team — Exception: Swimming (junior and
senior combined), badminton (junior boys and girls combined, senior boys and
girls combined), track & field (boys, girls, junior and senior combined). The
team registration fee for boys and girls hockey will be $200 per team.

3. Accident and Liability Insurance fees for all activities except hockey - $4 per
student per sport.

4. Hockey Insurance Fees — Girls - $40 per player Boys - $50 per player

5. Schools adding to players’ list after the deadline will be accessed a fee of $100
plus insurance per addition.




NBIAA Registration Online Information

All schools must register their school and teams online, accessible with your username
and password through www.nbiaa.org (click NBIAA Forms).

Username and Passwords

If you do not have this information please check with your principal for your school
username and password. If for some reason your principal does not have this
information contact the NBIAA office. We will provide this information to the school
principal or the NBIAA contact.

Changes to School Information or contact name

Once logged in, you are able to edit any of the contact information for your school.
Click on School Users and Edit ‘ User Account’ Account’ and make the appropriate
changes. IT IS IMPORTANT that this information be as up to date as possible,
as we will no longer require or receive hard copies of your school information. Please
ensure a valid email address is used—we will be sending out email reminders of
deadlines and other important, time sensitive information.

Tips for entering team personnel information

When registering team personnel information, ensure you read all of the instructions
before  entering any information. Reading the instructions first will save a lot of time.
The instructions for our online forms is on the next page.

Improvements to our web site

g) Click the 'Submit Form' to enter the changes back into the database

*All information that was changed through 'Edit Athlete' will update automatically on the
Team Personnel Forms.

c) A new section will appear showing which activities your school has registered

d) Select the activity for which you would like to edit a Team Personnel Form

Appendix 3

Executive Directors’ Year Overview
2003-2004

The 2003-2004 School Year has been a busy one for the NBIAA. The NBIAA has taken over more re-
sponsibility in the administration of all our activities.

I would first of all like to thank our President and Vice President along with the total Executive Committee

for their cooperation this past year. A special thanks to our Executive Administrative Assistant — Allyson
Godin.

On behalf of Allyson and myself we would like to thank all coaches and administrators for supporting the
NBIAA policies and procedures.

The majority of member schools follow the constitution and by-laws as established by the association, but
a few have caused problems in the following areas:

1. Registration

Schools withdrawing from NBIAA competition after the deadline is still the number one
administrative concern. Many schools did not notify the NBIAA office directly that they had
withdrawn. Some notified a league president or a conference president instead of the NBIAA
office. The NBIAA office must be notified directly by the school.

Starting in the 2004-2005 season schools MUST notify the NBIAA office through our Online
service that they are officially out of an activity. By withdrawing Online the system automatically
removes your school from the activity and sends an e-mail directly to the NBIAA office.
Remember to check our sports registration link on the NBIAA web site, this gives an idea of the
schools registered.

Some schools fill out their Activity Entry Forms for the whole year in June and they forget to
make changes if they occur, while others register for championship play and send in their Team
Personnel Form with Exhibition play checked off. The Activity Entry Form is the official indication
that schools are registered in an activity.

. Communication

The addition of the total administration of hockey this past year by the NBIAA resulted in an
increase in communicating more information through our NBIAA Contacts. The NBIAA Contact
must inform the coaches of the Operating Regulations for all sports which are in the NBIAA
Handbook.

. Conferences Responsibilities

Conference Presidents must assign chairpeople to be responsible for each sport in their
conference. If interlocking play is required then each chairperson of the regional conferences
must work together to set up the interlocking schedules as soon as possible.

Schools must play in a Conference League if there are four (4) or more teams in their
Conference. Schools must play an interlocking schedule if there are less then four (4) schools in
their Conference registered in a sport.

All sports must follow the interlocking procedure.

All Regional Schedules must be approved by the NBIAA Office before they are sent out to
schools.




4. Forfeit Games

Some schools did not fulfill their league commitment. All forfeit games must be reported in writing
to the league president or conference chairperson. The league president or the conference chair-
person should forward the information to the NBIAA office for appropriate action.

5. Online Registration
The NBIAA has set up ONLINE REGISTRATION for schools.

The following forms MUST be submitted through the NBIAA online service starting next season
(2004-2005).

a.) School Membership Form
b.) Activity Entry Form
c.) Team Personnel Form

6. School Account Records

There are still member schools not using the School Account Form when submitting payment to
the NBIAA.

The NBIAA needs your help in keeping your school records in order.

Would all member schools please use the SCHOOL ACCOUNT FORM when you send in your
cheques for payment of NBIAA fees?

| would like to thank those schools that use this important form, as we
are able to keep accurate records of payments received.

Some schools pay their team fees in June and again each session.
Please check your records.

7. Discipline Concerns

The NBIAA O.R. 11 — Discipline - deals with misconduct unbecoming a student-athlete.

Principals should be contacting the NBIAA office over incidents occurring that apply to O.R. 11.4
and 11.5. Many incidents were not reported this year.

8. Use of school name, uniforms and school equipment b y non-school teams

This has been an ongoing issue. It is strongly recommended that Principals establish a clear
separation of the school’s responsibility of the non-school team.

The use of the school name, uniforms and equipment by the non-school team gives the
perception that the team is under the authority of the principal. To prevent a legal challenge
concerning liability, it is strongly recommended by the New Brunswick Interscholastic Association
that the non-school team should not be allowed the use of the name, uniforms and equipment of
the school unless a formal agreement has been signed by the non-school organization. This
agreement should clearly define who has jurisdiction over the non-school team. It is also
recommended that rental agreements be put in place with the non-school teams.




9. Seasons of Play

We still have coaches who are not following our “Seasons of Play Policy’. School teams being
coached by school coaches outside the season is against NBIAA regulations. Principals must
oversee this situation.

High School Hazing - A Growing Problem

Last year you may have hear about a few hazing incidents that occurred in our New Brunswick high
schools. These were not just mild high school initiations which have gone on for years. These were
incidents that could have led to serious injuries. | would like to congratulate the New Brunswick princi-
pals for taking appropriate action against those students involved. They stood strong and made the
right decision. Their actions will set an example for others to follow.

What is hazing?

One public school system defined hazing as “committing an act against a student, or coercing a stu-
dent into committing an act, that creates a substantial risk of harm to a person, in order for the student
to be initiated into or affiliated with a student organization, or for any other purpose.”

Years ago initiations used to consist of putting on silly clothes, wearing makeup and acting in a foolish
way. In the 80’s and 90’s initiations became hazing acts in high schools. Hazing in some schools
involved dangerous alcohol consumption, paddlings, or beatings which could easily cause permanent
injury or death.

These acts led educators to increase efforts to make high school students aware of potential dangers.
School boards and school districts as well as Provincial Education Departments have established clear
policies relating to hazing. Only seven states in the U.S. do not have anti-hazing laws. The Department
of Education’s Policy 703 - Positive Learning Environment - deals with many hazing activities in
a serious manner.

The majority of universities if not all have strict anti-hazing policies in place. But just because there are
policies and laws doesn’t mean students know and abide by them. Students and even parents often
dismiss annual hazing-oriented rites as good old tradition, silly fun, or harmless high jinks. This
mentality can only perpetuate a problem that shouldn’t be overlooked.

No one intends the harm that sometimes happens at hazing rituals, but the same is true for bullying -
often adults minimize it as a normal childhood behaviour, and it can have harmful consequences.
Disciplinary Action - Most school authorities have clear disciplinary actions in place when an investiga-
tion results in finding that a student or students commit an act of hazing.

What Can Be Done About Hazing?

As everyone in the education field knows the principal and his staff are overloaded with handling all the
social problems of their students on top of their academic problems. But the principal must find time to
ensure that each staff member, with particular emphasis on staff members who are coaches or
supervisors of co- or extra-curricular activities, receive training in preventing, recognizing and
responding to hazing.

Coaches have a responsibility to talk to their athletes about hazing and the effects of it. Years ago
many coaches thought hazing incidents would be a quick way to achieve team unity. They were
wrong. Hazing creates tension and behaviour that can be destructive and divisive and it against all
school policies. Coaches must report all hazing activities to his principal immediately.




Emery Johnson Memorial Award

The NBIAA Executive Committee introduced the Most Sportsmanlike Coach of the
Year Award. This award is named after Emery Johnson, the former athletic director of
Dalhousie Regional High School, who passed away in November, 2003.

This award goes to a coach who consistently shows good sportsmanship while
coaching and has brought credit to him/herself and their school.

The winner of the First Annual Emery Johnson Memorial Award is Doug Adair from
Sugarloaf Senior High School.
