NBIAA Fees Structure
2005-2006

1.School Membership Fee - $200 per school. Registration is confirmed upon re-
ceipt of payment. A late registration fee of $50 will be accessed if payment is
received after September 15™. Members not in good standing will be ineligible
from all NBIAA activities after this date, until the fine is received at the NBIAA
office.

2.Team Registration Fee - $50 per team — Exception: Swimming (junior and
senior combined), badminton (junior boys and girls combined, senior boys and
girls combined), track & field (boys, girls, junior and senior combined). The
team registration fee for boys and girls hockey will be $200 per team.

3. Accident and Liability Insurance fees for all activities except hockey - $4 per
student per sport.

. Hockey Insurance Fees — Girls - $40 per player Boys - $50 per player
. Schools adding to players’ list after the deadline will be accessed a fee of $100

plus insurance per addition. (Group ‘A’ sports - $10 plus insurance per
addition)

Appendix 3

Executive Directors’ Year Overview
2004-2005

The 2004-2005 NBIAA Year has been a challenging one for the NBIAA. The NBIAA has been actively
involved in dealing with our storm policy, sportsmanship issues and the withdrawing of voluntary services by
our coaches as the result of the negotiations between the Government of New Brunswick and the Teachers’
Federation.

I would first of all like to thank our President and Vice President along with the total Executive Committee for
their cooperation this past year. A special thanks to our Executive Administrative Assistant — Allyson Godin.

On behalf of Allyson and myself we would like to thank all coaches and administrators for supporting the
NBIAA policies and procedures.

Following are few items that high lighted the 2004-2005 school year.

1. Storm Policy
The NBIAA had excellent support of the Department of Education in resolving the scheduling
problem of the junior basketball championships caused by a major winter storm. Concerns over
some schools not participating in the rescheduled tournaments.

2. Registration
The deadline dates for payment of fees must be followed. The financial operation for the running of
the NBIAA rests with the payment of fees on time by member schools. The withdrawal date is
same as the registration date.

Schools MUST notify the NBIAA online if they are officially out of an activity.

3. Communication
The NBIAA needs the help of your NBIAA Contact in the area of Communication. The NBIAA
Contact must inform the coaches of the Operating Regulations for their sport which are in the
NBIAA Handbook. It has been very difficult for the NBIAA staff to make sure all the operating
regulations are followed. The NBIAA Executive Director can only make a decision based on written
reports to the NBIAA office.

4. The Role of the Tournament Manager
Selection 5 of the NBIAA By-Laws clearly states “The individual charged with coordinating a
regional or provincial championship shall be responsible for providing all involved schools and the
Executive Director with a detailed report of the event. Failure to comply shall warrant a fine.”

5. Online Registration
Schools have done an excellent job in registering their teams online.

. School Account Records
The number of schools using the School Account Form has greatly increased but there are still a
number of schools that send us cheques with no attached information.

The NBIAA needs your help in keeping your school records in order.

Would all member schools please use the SCHOOL ACCOUNT FORM when you send in your
cheques for payment of NBIAA fees?

I would like to thank those schools that used this important form.




7. Sportsmanship Concerns
Article 3 — Section 1 of the NBIAA By-Laws states “This Association shall strive for the highest
degree of sportsmanship among its member schools.”

This past year we had a number of incidents that could be placed in the category of poor sports-
manship. The code of ethics for coaches need to be followed. Coaches must never criticize an-
other schools’ program.

When educational objectives are superseded by sport objectives some coaches fail to see the
large picture and instead focus on the immediate goal of winning or gaining an advantage over
the other school.

8. Financial Concerns
The teachers’ contract negotiations resulted in ‘work to rule’ action by our teachers. The effect of
these actions have caused major financial concerns for the NBIAA. The lose of revenue from

school registration and insurance fees have caused a short fall of approximately $15,000.
How do we recover this lost?

9. Communication with NBTA and the Department of Educa  tion
| believe that meetings are needed between the NBIAA and the NBTA and the Department of
Education concerning the ratifications of ‘work to rule’ tactics used in negotiations on the NBIAA.

10. School sport is a vital part of school life and its primary purpose is to support the educational
objectives of the school. No one can deny that participation in school sport programs offers
opportunities for personal growth and development that are not readily available in a classroom.

| believe we need to do more to protect the educational role of school sport. When educational
objectives are superseded by sport objectives coaches and other program leaders fail to see the

large picture and instead focus on the immediate goal of winning or gaining an advantage over the
other school.

Today more then ever we have non-teachers coaching our school teams. As we lose the presence
of educators in our programs it becomes a much greater challenge to ensure that educational
values and objectives remain the priority.

In closing | would like to borrow some words from John F. Kennedy in hoping member schools ask
what you can do for your association not what the NBIAA can do for you, to make it better now and

in the future.

Number of Games Per Season

The NBIAA has placed a ceiling on the number of games schools can play during
regular season to help re-affirm the conviction that academics come first and to
allow schools to function within the same framework — coaches need not be
concerned that some other program is getting ahead of them because they are
playing more games.

The regular season would count all league games, exhibition games and
tournament games. Regional and Provincial Championship would not be counted
as part of the ‘regular season’. (The semi-final and final games in tournament play will not count towards the
45 game limit.)
The following maximum number of games for the 2005-2006 regular season will be
as follows:
